I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On December 5, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a new Wireline Interconnection Agreement between Qwest and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. and Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc.

2. Notice of the interconnection agreement was posted on the Commission’s web site on December 7, 2007.  Interventions were due on or before December 17, 2007.  No interventions were filed by that date.

3. On December 18, 2007, the Commission received a letter from Qwest indicating it wished to withdraw the agreement.  Qwest stated that there had been an inaccuracy as to the parties identified in the interconnection agreement.

4. Good cause having been shown, we construe Qwest’s letter as a motion to withdraw the application, grant the motion, and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter of Qwest is construed as a motion to withdraw the interconnection agreement between Qwest and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. and Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc. and is granted.

2. This docket is now closed.
