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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 31, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an application for authority to implement an enhanced Demand Side Management (DSM) program and revise the DSM cost adjustment, along with prefiled testimony in support of the application.  On November 1, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, which requires Petitions for Intervention to be filed on or before December 1, 2007.  
2. Through Decision No. C07-0951, the Commission extended the intervention deadline to January 7, 2008.  While we have not yet ruled on all interventions, the deadline to file petitions for intervention has expired, so we do have a complete list of potential intervenors as follows:

3. The updated service list attached to this Decision as Attachment 1 includes these potential intervenors, as well as Commission Advisory Staff and Trial Staff.  Parties should use this most current Commission list for service of all filings.

4. The Commission will hear this case en banc.
5. We deem the application complete as of its auto-deem date of January 22, 2008.
6. In order to determine the schedule for this matter, we set a pre-hearing conference for 3:30 p.m. on January 23, 2008.  To facilitate the efficient use of time at the pre-hearing conference, we direct potential intervenors to meet and confer prior to the hearing regarding possible schedule dates.  Parties are directed to access the Commission calendar on its website at http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/calendar/Calendars.htm for availability of hearing dates.  We require Public Service to contact other potential intervenors and pre-file suggested dates for the following:

· Dates for filing answer, cross-answer, and rebuttal testimony; 

· Dates for filing accompanying workpapers to testimony; 

· Dates for a prehearing conference; 

· Dates for two or three possible status conferences (see discussion, below);

· Hearing dates, and length of hearing

· Dates and locations for public comment hearings; 

· Dates for Statements of Position, and page number limit;

· Deadlines for the filing of Stipulations and Settlement Agreements (Settlements);
 

· Response times for discovery and audit requests;

· Any other issues that must be addressed by a certain date.  

7. We also require Public Service, after conferring with the Parties, to file the proposed procedural dates on or before January 18, 2008.

8. We also request that parties provide comment at the prehearing conference on the following issues: 

· Daily transcripts and who shall pay for them;

· If, and how, electronic service of documents between parties will be conducted for this case; 

· Whether past electronic information requirements for testimony, exhibits, and settlements filed with the Commission are suitable for this docket;
 

· Any suggestions for ensuring that any proposed settlement is supported by the record at the time of settlement, and how to avoid implementing policy changes through settlement;
· Whether the Commission’s hearing room is adequate given the number of parties in the case, as well as suggestions of other potential locations where webcasting is available.
9. We note that several other recent filings by Public Service overlap with this docket as indicated below.  We request that the parties be prepared to discuss at the pre-hearing conference, various options to address the overlap, such as consolidation; sequencing the hearings to allow the Commission to issue a decision in the this docket before hearings in other dockets commence; defining the scope of each docket to prevent overlap; or any other suggestions.  The affected dockets include, but are not limited to, the following:

10. If any party has a specific proposal for consolidating or otherwise addressing the overlap between dockets, we request the party to file written comments on or before January 18, 2008.

11. Given the number and significance of the issues in this docket, as well as the overlapping issues from other dockets noted above, we note here that we intend to actively manage this docket through various means such as periodic status conferences, and to request that parties focus their efforts on certain policy areas.  When appropriate, we may also request that parties provide input on a different option than is suggested in testimony, or request additional information as needed.  We will provide sufficient notice and appropriate opportunity to respond when such matters arise.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) is deemed complete as of its auto-deem date of January 22, 2008.

2. The Commission will hear this case en banc.

6. If any party has a specific proposal for consolidation or otherwise addressing the overlap between dockets, we request the party file written comments on or before January 18, 2008.

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� The 14-day period for responses to two interventions will expire on January 18, 2008, and on January 22 for seven others.  We intend to rule on these interventions at the January 23, 2008 Commissioners Weekly Meeting.


� We anticipate one week of hearing, beginning on March 24, 2008.


� We request parties to focus their SOPs to avoid reiterating information that is already on the record, in order to shorten the length and time required to prepare and consider SOPs.


�  This date should be at least seven calendar days before the first day of hearing, if possible.
