BY THE COMMISSION
A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time (First Motion) filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) on December 27, 2007.  This matter also comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Further Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Second Motion) filed by CNG on January 14, 2008.  
2.
CNG filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity on December 7, 2007, requesting exclusive authority to provide natural gas sales and transportation service to customers within a certain area of Pueblo County, Colorado.  The Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) sent CNG a letter setting forth certain deficiencies on December 17, 2007.  In response to that letter, CNG filed an Amended Verified Application and the First Motion on December 27, 2007.

CNG filed the Second Motion and a Second Amended Verified Application on January 14, 2008.  CNG states that after it filed the First Motion, it had additional discussions with Staff and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) regarding the nature and extent of CNG’s interconnection with Public Service’s pipeline system in Pueblo County.  As a result of these discussions, CNG determined that additional revisions were necessary to its Verified Application.

Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Second Motion consistent with the discussion below.

Staff points out in its deficiency letter dated December 17, 2007 that CNG’s Verified Application did not include a statement or statements that CNG has read and agreed to abide by the provisions of subparagraphs (b)(IV) through (VI) of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4-4002 of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators.  The letter also stated that CNG’s Verified Application did not contain a statement or statements that it has read and agreed to abide by, the provisions of subparagraphs (b)(XI)(A) through (C) of Rule 4002.

The Amended Verified Application appears to respond to Staff’s concerns.  The Second Amended Verified Application incorporates the changes made in the Amended Verified Application as well as additional changes that CNG determined were necessary as a result of its recent discussions with Staff and Public Service.  There is good cause to grant the Second Motion.  We note that because the Second Motion incorporates the changes made in the First Motion, the First Motion is moot.  We also note that the grant of the Second Motion creates no presumption regarding merits of the Second Amended Verified Application.  


C.
Waiver of Response Time

CNG requested in both the First Motion and the Second Motion that we waive response time.  In the Second Motion, CNG asks for a waiver of response time on the grounds that there are no other parties in this proceeding.  We are aware that Public Service recently filed a Motion for Leave to Intervene in this docket and we will consider this motion in the very near future.  However, because our grant of the Second Motion creates no presumption regarding merits of the Second Amended Verified Application, we find that the waiver of response time will not prejudice any party.  
II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:


1.
The Motion to Further Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., on January 14, 2008 is granted.
