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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. On November 15, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application for approval of its 2007 Electric Resource Plan (ERP).  In Commission Decision No. C08-0015 we scheduled a prehearing conference for January 23, 2008.

2. The pre-hearing conference resulted in a productive discussion, procedural determinations and initial scope determinations regarding interactions among the seven related dockets.  These determinations will be addressed in a separate Order; however, we issue this Order to address three specific matters that require immediate attention.
3. First, by this Order we provide the parties with a procedural schedule which is included here as Attachment A.  At the pre-hearing conference, Public Service, the applicant here, agreed to waive the statutory 210 time limit for issuing an order in this matter, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.
4. Second, we order the parties to file complete contact information with the Commission, including the name of the intervenor, name of the contact person(s) for intervenor (attorney representing intervenor, if applicable), mailing address, phone number and e-mail address for the contact person(s) together with e-mail addresses that the party wishes to have included in the master electronic service list.  The Commission will compile these and issue a beginning electronic service list.

5. Finally, Public Service indicated that it may have not been served with several of the motions and petitions for intervention filed in the dockets which were the subject of the pre-hearing conference.  As a result, we order that any parties that have filed such pleadings, but did not serve Public Service, shall serve Public Service by noon on Friday, January 25, 2008.  Public Service shall file any response pleadings to any of those filings by noon on Monday, January 28, 2008. 
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The procedural schedule for this docket is established as detailed in Attachment A to this Order.
2. All parties shall file by January 28, 2008 the following contact information:
· Name of party;
· Contact person (attorney) name; 

· Mailing address;
· E-mail of contact person for all correspondence;
· Phone number of contact person;
· E-mail for electronic service list.
3. All parties shall provide Public Service with any filing
 already filed with the Commission but not previously served on Public Service no later than the noon on January 25, 2008.
4. Public Service shall respond to any aforementioned pleading by the close of business on January 28, 2008.
5. The applicant, Public Service, has waived the statutory 210 time limit for issuing an order in this matter, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.
6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
