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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion to withdraw the above referenced application filed by SourceGas Distribution, LLC (SourceGas) November 27, 2007.  No responses to the motion were filed.
2. The application filed by SourceGas requested an order authorizing the permanent abandonment of gas service to Robert J. Kircher (Mr. Kircher) and the abandonment of the Proctor Lateral – East Segment Pipeline in Logan County, Colorado (Proctor Lateral – East Segment).  

3. Notice of the Application was given by the Commission to all interested persons, firms, and corporations on November 29, 2007.  

4. Subsequent to the filing of the instant application, on or about January 8, 2008, Mr. Kircher and SourceGas reached an agreement whereby Mr. Kircher voluntarily agreed to the termination of his natural gas service by SourceGas.  Accordingly, SourceGas’ request for authority to abandon natural gas service to Mr. Kircher is now moot.

5. To the extent Mr. Kircher is the only customer served by SourceGas from the Proctor Lateral – East Segment, SourceGas believes that it may abandon the Proctor Lateral – East Segment in the ordinary course of business under Rule 4103 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4. SourceGas argues that because Mr. Kircher has voluntarily agreed to the termination of his natural gas service, SourceGas no longer needs to seek authorization from the Commission.  Accordingly, SourceGas maintains that its request for authority to abandon the Proctor Lateral – East Segment is now moot.
6. We agree with SourceGas that because Mr. Kircher has agreed to the termination of his natural gas service by SourceGas, the application to abandon service is now moot.  Therefore, we find good cause to grant SourceGas’ motion to withdraw its application requesting authority to abandon gas service to Mr. Kircher.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion to withdraw the application filed by SourceGas Distribution, LLC requesting authority to abandon gas service to Robert J. Kircher and to abandon the Proctor Lateral – East Segment Pipeline from consideration is granted.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
