I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter come before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extraordinary Protection and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on January 25, 2008, and for a Motion Requesting the Commission to Direct Certain Parties to Contact Demand Response Firms, to Review the California Electricity Crisis Report and to Report Back to the Commission, and Shorten Response Time filed on January 28, 2008 by Ms. Leslie Glustrom.  

2. Public Service represents that its Motion for Extraordinary Protection is necessary to keep sensitive business information confidential to protect the Company and its customers from compromised negotiating positions and to ensure lowest possible costs for electrical service. 

3. Public Service requests that access to the Highly Confidential Asset Purchase Agreement, related information, Exhibits GLF-2 and GLF-3 and all related cost information be limited to the Commissioners, the Commission Advisory Staff, Commission Trial Staff, the Office of Consumer Counsel and their respective legal counsel.  This request also extends to discovery requests related to these same issues.   

4. Ms. Glustrom’s Motion requests the Commission direct Public Service, Commission Staff, and the Office of Consumer Counsel to each contact at least five demand response companies in writing and obtain demand response solutions to summer peak and reserve margin loading requirements, review the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory report addressing the California Energy Crisis of 2001 and the role demand response played and how this approach could avert the 2009 peak load concerns, and report these findings to the Commission by noon, February 6, 2008.  Ms. Glustrom also requests that parties be allowed to respond to these submittals by 5 p.m. February 8, 2008.  Additionally, Ms. Glustrom requests response time to her Motion be shortened to 8:30 a.m. on January 30, 2008 so the Commission may rule on it at its regularly scheduled Weekly Meeting on January 30, 2008. 

5. While we initially find that Public Service’s request to limit access to specific information as stated within its Motion for Extraordinary Protection is appropriate, we nonetheless invite parties to this docket to respond regarding the appropriateness of Public Service’s request.  We deny Public Service’s request for waiver of response time and instead shorten response time to Public Service’s Motion to noon on February 4, 2008.

6. Regarding Ms. Glustrom’s request to shorten response time to her motion to 8:30 a.m. on January 30, 2008, we set response time to her Motion to noon on February 4, 2008 as well.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for Extraordinary Protection and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on January 25, 2008 is granted in part consistent with the discussion above.  

2. Response time to Public Service’s motion is shortened to noon on February 4
, 2008.

3. The Request for Shortened Response Time to Ms. Glustrom’s Motion Requesting the Commission to Direct Certain Parties to Contact Demand Response Firms, to Review the California Electricity Crisis Report and to Report Back to the Commission, is granted in part consistent with the discussion above.  

4. Response time to Ms. Glustrom’s Motion is shortened to noon on February 4,
 2008.  

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
