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I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice filed on January 15, 2008 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  This matter also comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Waive Response Time to Application for Alternative Form of Notice, filed by Public Service on January 22, 2008.

2. Public Service states that pursuant to Decision No. C07-0375, issued in Docket No. 07A-105EG on May 9, 2007, it is allowed to recover the excess Performance Based Regulatory (PBR) Plan refunds through the Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA).  Public Service states that it inadvertently failed to include the excess PBR Plan Refunds through the PCCA that went into effect on January 1, 2008.  It therefore requested to include the excess PBR Plan Refunds by Advice Letter No. 1503-Electric.

3. Public Service seeks approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to the proposed tariff changes through publication in the Legal Classified section of a newspaper of general circulation such as The Denver Post.  Public Service represents that newspaper notice is a reasonable form of notice for this filing because it is not seeking any change to the formula rate in the PCCA tariff.  It states that it is merely complying with existing tariff provisions and orders by the Commission to recover excess PBR Plan refunds through the PCCA.  Public Service also requests that response time to the application for alternative form of notice be waived.  

4. Public Service seeks authorization to use the alternative form of notice as follows:

a.
Filing of the rate changes with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection the filing; and

b.
Within three days of the filing with the Commission, publication of the newspaper notice in a newspaper of general circulation such as The Denver Post.  

5. We find good cause to grant Public Service’s Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and Motion to Waive Response Time to Application for Alternative Form of Notice.  The notice sought is an expeditious and economical manner of providing notice to the proposed tariff provision of Advice Letter No. 1503-Electric.  We find that no party will be prejudiced by the waiver of response time.

II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice filed on January 15, 2008 by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.   

2. The Motion to Waive Response Time to Application for Alternative Form of Notice, filed on January 22, 2008 by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.
