On or before April 30, 2008, each telecommunications provider must file the prescribed annual report form for Colorado intrastate operations for any portion of calendar year 200hat said provider was authorized to offer service in the State of Colorado.  The prescribed calendar year 2007 annual report forms for telecommunications providers are as follows:
