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I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Notices of Intervention of Right filed by the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  This matter also comes before the Commission for consideration of Petitions to Intervene filed by Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC); CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company (CF&I and Climax); Ms. Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom); Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC (RUC); and Ms. Nancy LaPlaca (LaPlaca).  
2. On November 1, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1495 – Electric, seeking to change the Interruptible Service Option Credit (ISOC) tariff applicable to all electric service customers who elect interruptible service in the Company’s Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric Tariff, to become effective January 1, 2008.  The intervention period was extended until January 25, 2008.  See Decision No. C07-1090, mailed December 26, 2007.  

3.
CEC, CF&I and Climax, Ms. Glustrom, RUC, and Ms. LaPlaca represent in their Petitions to Intervene that they possess the requisite interest to intervene in this matter.  These parties state they are interested in the issues that will be addressed in this docket because these issues may substantially affect their tangible interests.   We note that Public Service did not file a response to the above Petitions to Intervene.

We agree with CEC, CF&I and Climax, Ms. Glustrom, RUC, and Ms. LaPlaca that they meet the requirements of Rule 1401(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  We find that the statements made by the above parties demonstrate a clear pecuniary and tangible interest in this docket.  In addition, Public Service did not file a response to the Petitions to Intervene.  We therefore grant the Petitions to Intervene and take note of Notices of Intervention of Right filed by Staff and OCC.  
II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Notice of Intervention of Right filed by the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission is noted.
2. The Notice of Intervention of Right filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is noted.
3. The Petition to Intervene filed by the Colorado Energy Consumers Group is granted consistent with the discussion above.  
4. The Petition to Intervene filed by CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company is granted consistent with the discussion above.  

5. The Petition to Intervene filed by Ms. Leslie Glustrom is granted consistent with the discussion above.  

6. The Petition to Intervene filed by Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC, is granted consistent with the discussion above.  

7. The Petition to Intervene filed by Ms. Nancy LaPlaca is granted consistent with the discussion above.  

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
