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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Petitions to Intervene timely filed by CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company (CF&I and Climax); Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC); Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (COSEIA); Ms. Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom); Trans-Elect Development Company, LLC and the Wyoming Infrastructure Authority (Trans-Elect and WIA); and Western Resource Advocates (WRA).  We note that Commission Staff (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed interventions as of right.

2. On November 1, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1496 – Electric, seeking to change electric rates for all customers through the Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment (RESA), to become effective on January 1, 2008.  We suspended the tariffs by Commission Decision No. C07-1099, mailed December 28, 2007.

3. CF&I and Climax, CEC, COSEIA, Ms. Glustrom, Trans-Elect and WIA, and WRA represent in the Petitions to Intervene that each possesses the requisite interest to intervene in this matter.  Public Service did not file a response to the above Petitions to Intervene.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Petitions to Intervene and take note of the interventions of Staff and OCC.

5. Additionally, a motion to appear pro hac vice was filed by Steven S. Michel on behalf of WRA.  Mr. Michel affirms that he has met the requirements of the Colorado Supreme Court requirements and Commission rules, and made appropriate payment to the Supreme Court.  We grant the motion of Mr. Michel to appear pro hac vice.
6. On January 23, 2008, a multi-docket prehearing conference was held to address common issues in the following associated dockets: 07A-447E (Electric Resource Planning or ERP); 07A-420E (Demand Side Management or DSM); 07A-462E (Renewable Energy Standard or RES); 07S-522E (Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment or RESA); 07S-521E (Interruptible Service Option Credit or ISOC); 07A-421E (Pawnee/Smoky Hill CPCN or P/SH); and 07A-469E (Fort St. Vrain CPCN or FSV).
  The decisions we made at this prehearing conference are detailed in Commission Decision No. C08-0111, which includes the timelines for discovery, electronic service, and a procedural schedule.  All the parties, which are granted intervenor status by this Decision in the RESA docket, were present at the prehearing conference.  We adopt for this docket, the discovery and electronic filing guidelines and procedural schedule as delineated in Commission Decision No. C08-0111.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petitions to Intervene filed by CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company; Colorado Energy Consumers; Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association; Ms. Leslie Glustrom; Trans-Elect Development Company, LLC and the Wyoming Infrastructure Authority; and Western Resource Advocates are granted.  

2. The motion for admission pro hac vice of Steven S. Michel to appear on behalf of Western Resources Advocates is granted.
3. Parties shall comply with the discovery and electronic service guidelines and procedural dates listed in Decision No. C08-0111.
