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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Second Joint Motion for an Extension of Time to File Exceptions in Order to Submit Settlement Agreement for Commission Approval (Second Joint Motion) filed by the Town of Castle Rock (Castle Rock) and the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad Company (BNSF) on February 15, 2008.

2. The Commission issued Recommended Decision No. R07-1001 on November 27, 2007.  As a result, exceptions were originally due on or before December 17, 2007.  Castle Rock and BNSF filed a Joint Motion for an Extension of Time to File Exceptions in Order to Submit Settlement Agreement for Commission Approval (First Joint Motion) on December 14, 2007.  The Joint Motion stated that the decision granting Castle Rock’s application included a bridge design containing a single main line track, a 12-foot maintenance road, and two 4-foot walkways.  Castle Rock and BNSF stated they had agreed to a settlement of the docket including the design of an actual structure that differs from the structure originally sought by Castle Rock in its application.  The First Joint Motion was granted by Decision No. C07-1065, mailed on December 20, 2007.

3. The Second Joint Motion states that Castle Rock and BNSF have reached an agreement and prepared a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement for Filing on February 15, 2008.  However, one of the parties required to sign the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement was not available to sign.  Castle Rock and BNSF request an additional extension of time until February 22, 2008 in which to file the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.

B. Findings and Conclusion

4. We find good cause to grant Second Joint Motion for an extension of time to February 22, 2008 to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R07-1001.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Second Joint Motion for an Extension of Time to File Exceptions in order to Submit Settlement Agreement for Commission Approval filed by the Town of Castle Rock and Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad Company is granted.

2. The time for filing exceptions to the Recommended Decision is extended to February 22, 2008.

3. The response time to the request is waived.
