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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. At the Commission’s weekly meeting on February 27, 2008, we issued a Decision regarding an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to increase the Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment (RESA) on less than statutory notice, Docket No. 08L-056E.  In that Decision we granted the application with certain qualifications that procedurally impact Public Service’s 2008 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan Docket.

2. On February 26, 2008, CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (CF&I) and Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) filed a Petition to Intervene (Petition) in the above mentioned RESA application.  In its filing CF&I and Climax raised two issues - wholesale revenue credits and modeled incremental energy costs.  These issues and specific questions were contained in paragraphs 5 through 7 of the Petition and are attached as Attachment A to this Order.

3. The tables and testimony referenced by CF&I and Climax in Docket No. 08L-056E are more appropriately discussed in greater detail in this RES Docket.  As a result we conclude that the issues raised by CF&I and Climax in Docket No. 08L-056E are more appropriately addressed in Docket No. 07A-462E.

4. While we denied the motions to intervene filed by CF&I and Climax, as well as Colorado Energy Consumers in Docket No. 08L-056E, we find compelling the issues raised in the petitions to intervene.  We therefore provide an opportunity to examine the issues raised in those petitions to intervene through the filing of supplemental testimony in the RES Docket.  The topics to be addressed are limited to those specified by CF&I and Climax in paragraphs 5, 6, and 7 of the petition to intervene.  See, Attachment A.  

5. We direct Public Service to file supplemental direct testimony regarding those issues.  Intervenors in this docket may, if they choose to do so, submit supplemental testimony to address the issues identified above according to the following procedural schedule:

· Supplemental direct testimony including workpapers  - March 3, 2008

· Supplemental answer testimony (any intervenors in Docket No. 07A-462E that wish to participate) - March 17, 2008

· Supplemental rebuttal testimony - March 24, 2008

6. The service and discovery procedures adopted in the RES Docket will apply to this supplemental testimony with the exception of a modified response time as follows: responses to discovery propounded on supplemental direct and answer testimony and exhibits will be due within three calendar days, including objections to discovery. Response time to discovery propounded on supplemental rebuttal and exhibits will be two calendar days, including objections to discovery.

7. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we direct parties in the RES docket to file supplemental testimony. 
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file supplemental direct testimony regarding the issues identified above and contained in paragraphs 5, 6, and 7 of CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills and Climax Molybdenum Company’s Petition to Intervene.  Intervenors in this docket may, if they choose to do so, submit supplemental testimony to address the issues identified above according to the following procedural schedule:

· Supplemental direct testimony including workpapers  - March 3, 2008

· Supplemental answer testimony (any intervenors in Docket No. 07A-462E that wish to participate) - March 17, 2008

· Supplemental rebuttal testimony - March 24, 2008

2. The service and discovery procedures for supplemental testimony will have a modified response time as follows: responses to discovery propounded on supplemental direct and answer testimony and exhibits will be due within three calendar days, including objections to discovery. Response time to discovery propounded on supplemental rebuttal and exhibits will be two calendar days, including objections to discovery.
