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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Finding, and Conclusions:

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the City of Delta (Delta) on February 4, 2008, requesting authority to install new flashing light signals with automatic gate arms at the crossing of Delta County Road 1600 and the Union Pacific Railroad Company, National Inventory No. 253415G, and to interconnect circuitry with the new traffic signals to be installed at the intersection of Delta County Road 1600 and US Highway 50.

2. A deficiency letter regarding the Application was sent to Delta on February 14, 2008, outlining information missing from the Application as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7204(c).

3. On February 19, 2008, Delta filed a motion requesting to withdraw its Application and stated that it will file the Application at a later date.

4. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.
5. We find good cause to grant Delta’s request to withdraw its Application in this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by the City of Delta to withdraw its application to install flashing lights with automatic gate arms at the crossing of Delta County Road 1600 and the Union Pacific Railroad Company, National Inventory No. 253415G is granted.
