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I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of two separate Petitions to Intervene filed by the Colorado Solar Industries Association (CoSEIA) on February 27, 2007, and by Ms. Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom) on March 4, 2008.  
2. On February 14, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application, requesting an increase to the Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment (RESA) rider on less-than-statutory notice.  Public Service claimed that it must increase the existing RESA rider from 0.6 percent to 1.46 percent to implement the requirements of House Bill (HB) 07-1281.  The application was made  pursuant to §§ 40-3-104(1)(C)(III) and 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3109(b)(II) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.  
3. On February 26, 2008, Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC) filed a Motion to Intervene and Request for Hearing.  Also on February 26, 2008, CF&I Steel, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills and Climax Molybdenum Company (CF&I and Climax), filed a Petition to Intervene.  These parties expressed concerns, among others, with respect to Public Service’s cost estimates as well as discrepancies between the data submitted in support of Public Service’s application and its 2008 Renewable Energy Compliance Plan.  These parties did not dispute that RESA must increase to implement HB 07-1281.  
4. We addressed the application during the Commission Weekly Meeting held on February 27, 2007.  In Decision No. C08-0203, mailed on February 28, 2007, we granted Public Service’s application.  The interventions filed by CEC and CF&I and Climax were denied with the understanding that the substantive issues raised by these parties will be addressed through the filing of supplemental testimony in the Renewable Energy Standard (RES) docket, Docket No. 07A-462E.  
5. Now, being fully advised in this matter, we deny the Petitions to Intervene filed by CoSEIA and Ms. Glustrom.  We note that both CoSEIA and Ms. Glustrom are intervenors in the RES docket and will have an opportunity to participate in discussion of substantive issues in that forum.  
II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition to Intervene filed by Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association on February 27, 2007 is denied.  
2. The Petition to Intervene filed by Ms. Leslie Glustrom on March 4, 2008 is denied.
