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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to file exceptions filed by the Limousine Association of Colorado (LAC) on February 27, 2008.  LAC requests additional 20 days to file its exceptions.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NOPR) in this matter on August 30, 2007.  The NOPR was published on September 7, 2007 in The Colorado Register.  The purpose of this proceeding is to amend certain permanent and emergency Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  

3. The hearing was conducted in this matter on October 15, 2007.  LAC and other parties appeared at the hearing and provided oral comments.  Administrative Law Judge Dale E. Isley (ALJ) issued Recommended Decision No. R08-0169 on February 21, 2008.  

4. In its request for an extension of time to file exceptions, LAC states that it may take at least a week to receive a transcript of the hearing, which is necessary to file exceptions.  LAC attaches a printout of an email stating the same from a court reporter dated February 27, 2008.  

5. We note that pursuant to § 24-4-103(4)(d), C.R.S., we must either adopt the rules or terminate the rulemaking proceeding altogether within 180 days of the last public hearing on the proposed rules.  In this case, the deadline is April 12, 2008.  We must balance this deadline with the need of LAC to obtain the transcript to file its exceptions.

6. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we grant LAC’s request for an extension of time to file exceptions to 10 days after the transcript is filed in this matter.  

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Limousine Association of Colorado for an extension of time to file exceptions is granted.  

2. The response time to the request is waived.  

3. Limousine Association of Colorado shall have 10 days after filing of the transcript in this matter to file the exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R08-0169.
