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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on a Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions, filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on February 22, 2008.

2. In this Motion, Qwest indicates that Decision No. R08-0164, Recommended Decision Determining Initial List of Non-impaired Wire Centers and Approving Settlement in Part, dated February 19, 2008, is quite long and involves many complex questions of law and fact.  Qwest states that it will take more than 20 days for Qwest to analyze the decision and prepare exceptions which would be due on March 10, 2008.

3. In addition, Qwest states that the Recommended Decision has triggered Section VIIC of the Settlement Agreement filed in this docket, which states that a party may terminate the agreement if the Commission modifies any portion of the Settlement Agreement.  Qwest is analyzing the implication of this triggering event.  

4. Finally, Qwest is weighing the consequences of the portion of the Recommended Decision that directs Qwest to amend its tariffs and Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions, as these issues were first raised in the Recommended Decision. 

5. Qwest asks for an extension of time until April 21, 2008 to file exceptions to Decision No. R08-0164.

6. On March 4, 2008, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Joinder in Qwest’s Motion for Extension of Time.  Staff agrees with Qwest that an analysis of the Recommended Decision will consume a significant portion of time.  Therefore, Staff states, that even if it ultimately determines not to file exceptions, Staff joins in Qwest’s request for more time to make this decision.  
7. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant Qwest’s Motion for an Extension of Time to file exceptions until April 21, 2008 and further apply this new deadline to all parties in the docket who may wish to file exceptions. 
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions filed by Qwest Corporation on February 22, 2008 is granted for all parties in this docket.
