BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Verified Motion of Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC (Aquila), for continuance of the variance and further extension of the filing date for its Electric Resource Plan (ERP), filed on January 29, 2008.  

2. We previously extended the filing date for Aquila’s ERP from October 31, 2007 to March 31, 2008.  See Decision No. C07-0633, issued on July 25, 2007.  We noted that Aquila and Black Hills Corporation (Black Hills) filed a joint application to transfer assets on April 4, 2007.  See Docket No. 07A-108EG.  We found that an extension of time was necessary because Black Hills would inevitably need to amend any ERP filed by Aquila.  

3. Aquila now requests a further extension to file the ERP until 30 days after the close of the transaction to transfer ownership and control of Aquila’s Colorado electric and natural gas public utilities assets to Black Hills or, in the alternative, if the transaction does not close, until 180 days after the transaction is terminated.  Aquila states that all of the reasons why the original extension was granted in Decision No. C07-0633 are still applicable.

4. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we grant Aquila’s motion for request for further extension of the filing date for its ERP for 180 days after the effective date of this order.

II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Motion of Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC, for continuance of the variance and further extension of the filing date for its Electric Resource Plan is granted.   

2. Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC, must file with the Commission either its Electric Resource Plan or a report detailing the status of its transaction with Black Hills Corporation no later than 180 days after the effective date of this Order.
