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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to file a tariff, filed by Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi) on March 7, 2008.
2. On November 5, 2007, Shamrock Taxi applied for permanent authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9897 to include the transportation of ambulatory passengers and their baggage between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and State Highway 119 in the city of Longmont, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  The application was restricted to providing transportation services for Special Transit.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on November 13, 2007.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was therefore uncontested.  The Commission granted Shamrock Taxi’s application on January 7, 2008.  See  Decision No. C08-0010 (Decision).  
4. Shamrock Taxi is required to file a tariff to comply with applicable Commission rules within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  See Id., ordering ¶¶ 4-5.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of January 7, 2008.  The 60-day period for compliance therefore expired on March 7, 2008.  
5. Shamrock Taxi did not file the required tariff by March 7, 2008.  In the letter filed on March 7, 2008, it states “I am writing to request an extension of time to file the items listed in Decision No. C08-0010 dated January 7, 2008 regarding Docket No. 07A-435BP-EXT.  I am requesting an extension of time to March 25, 2008 to file the compliance items.  We just signed our service contract with Special Transit on Friday, February 29, 2008, and need the extension to complete the tariff.”

6. The Commission finds that Shamrock Taxi has shown good cause to extend the time to file the appropriate insurance coverage and complete the filing requirements of the Decision.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C08-0010 is granted.

2. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. is granted an extension of time up to and including March 25, 2008, to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C08-0010.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
