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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of vacating a prehearing conference as initially ordered in Commission Decision No. C08-0110.

2. Parties have appropriately and timely filed testimony for this docket and there are currently no outstanding motions or issues.  The only remaining matters that could be addressed include: pre-filing a list of exhibits, developing a schedule of witnesses and order of cross-examination, and addressing any corrections to testimony.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we see no significant reason to warrant meeting with parties and, therefore, vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for April 4, 2008 in this docket.  In regards to the items listed above we order that parties work among themselves to addresses these as follows.

4. We expect parties to work with each other and present, just prior to the beginning of hearings on April 7, 2008, an exhibit list for all pre-filed testimony and exhibits, a schedule of witnesses, the order of cross-examination of each witness, and the anticipated length of time for cross-examination.  We expect Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to take the lead in gathering this information.

5. With respect to the cross-examination of Public Service’s witnesses, we request that the intervening parties who, in pre-filed testimony, addressed the docket most broadly, such as Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Council, proceed with their cross-examination first, followed by the remaining intervening parties represented by counsel, and then by any pro se parties.  With respect to intervenor witnesses, Public Service shall cross-examine last.  

6. In addition, corrections to pre-filed testimony will be made at the time the respective witness takes the stand.

7. Finally, any party conducting what appears to be a friendly cross-examination of a witness should be prepared to indicate why that witness’s direct testimony is adverse to its interests.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The prehearing conference for April 4, 2008 is vacated.
