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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for an extension of time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) on March 26, 2008.

2. In the Stipulation and Settlement of the Phase I gas case, Advice Letter No. 690-Gas, the Commission approved the requirement that PSCo file a Phase II rate case by March 31, 2008.  PSCo now requests an extension to file this case until April 11, 2008.  PSCo cites the complexity of the case, along with its own staff’s commitments in other energy dockets in front of the Commission.

3. PSCo represents that the motion is unopposed.

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause has been stated and grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The motion for extension of time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  The time to file its Phase II rate case, originally due on March 31, 2008 is extended to April 11, 2008.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.
