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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request to extend the expiration date of the suspension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55736, filed by Telluride Flyfishing Company, Inc., doing business as Telluride Outside and/or Telluride Angler (Telluride Outside) on February 25, 2008.

2. On September 10, 2007, Telluride Outside filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations under CPCN PUC No. 55736 from October 28, 2007 through April 30, 2008.  The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 17, 2007.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The Commission granted the requested suspension on November 13, 2007.  See Decision No. C07-0938.  

3. In Decision No. C07-0938, the Commission inadvertently indicated that the suspension period would be from October 28, 2007 through April 1, 2008.  An Errata Notice to Decision No. C07-0938 was issued on November 23, 2007.  In that errata, the suspension period was amended to correctly read from October 28, 2007 through April 30, 2008.

4. Mr. John Duncan, a co-owner of Telluride Outside, filed a letter on February 25, 2008.  In this letter, Mr. Duncan requests an extension of the suspension period to May 1, 2008.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) contacted Mr. Duncan by telephone on April 1, 2008 in an attempt to confirm that the extension request was for only one day.  Mr. Duncan stated he thought the suspension period expired on April 1, 2008 as shown in Decision No. C07-0938 and not on April 30, 2008 as shown in the errata to Decision No. C07-0938.  During this telephone conversation, Mr. Duncan asked if the suspension period could be extended to May 15, 2008.  Staff advised Mr. Duncan to send a facsimile requesting this extension to the Commission as soon as possible and to mail an original of the request.  

5. The Commission received a facsimile of a letter from Mr. Duncan late in the afternoon on April 1, 2008.  In this letter, Mr. Duncan requests an extension of the suspension period to May 15, 2008.

6. The Commission considered the request to extend the suspension period of CPCN PUC No. 55736 to May 15, 2008 at its weekly meeting held on April 2, 2008.  As of the start of this meeting at 9:00 a.m., we have not received an original of the facsimile.  

7. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we provisionally grant the requested extension of the suspension to May 15, 2008.  If the original of the letter requesting the extension is not received by April 8, 2008, we will reconsider the provisional grant of the requested suspension at our weekly meeting on April 9, 2008.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Telluride Flyfishing Company, Inc., doing business as Telluride Outside and/or Telluride Angler for authority to extend the suspension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55736 is granted.  The suspension of motor vehicle operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55736 is extended from May 1, 2008 through May 15, 2008.  

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
