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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by TCG Colorado (TCG) on February 15, 2008, to modify its certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN) to remove the requirement to offer residential services. 

2. The authority to provide competitive local exchange service in the metropolitan area was granted to TCG in Decision No. C96-1198 in Docket No. 96A-394T and the authority to provide local exchange services on a facilities-based and resale basis, to include those portions of the State of Colorado delineated on local exchange maps submitted in its notice of intent to exercise operating authority, in all areas of Colorado currently served by Qwest Corporation was granted in Decision No. C00-1224 in Docket No. 00O-535T.  The Commission required TCG to provide local exchange services to residential and business customers pursuant to a Commission-approved tariff and in compliance with § 40-15-502 (3)(b)(I), C.R.S., in both of these Decisions. 

3. Specifically, TCG requests that its CPCN be amended to remove the requirement that it must offer residential service, but still allow TCG the authority to offer residential service in the future should TCG’s network or other economic parameters change.  

4. TCG noted that in recent Commission decisions which granted authority to other competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs), the Commission no longer required those providers to offer residential service within their service territories.  TCG further noted that the Commission has permitted other CLECs to discontinue service to residential customers and to modify their respective authorities, as this requirement is consistent with the Commission's past policies regarding competitive entry.  TCG stated that they do not have any residential customers in Colorado and that they do not actively market offering residential service.  Thus, TCG requests that its CPCN be amended to remove the requirement to offer residential service, but retain the authority to do so at a later date.

Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on February 22, 2008.  Interventions were due on or before March 24, 2008.  None were filed.

5. We find good cause has been shown, and we therefore grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. TCG Colorado's (TCG) application to amend its certificate of public convenience and necessity to remove the requirement to offer residential local exchange services in the State of Colorado is granted.

3. Following the effective date of this Decision, TCG is directed to file an advice letter to remove tariff provisions related to residential products and services.  This shall be completed on not less than 14 days’ notice to the Commission and shall be a compliance filing.

4. TCG will continue to offer all of its regulated services to its business customers on a non-discriminatory basis.  This Order does not affect services offered to TCG's business customers.

5. TCG may offer new residential service in the future and upon its decision to do so, it shall file an advice letter and tariff pages relating to residential local exchange service to become effective on not less than 30 days’ notice. 

6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
