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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to complete certain filing requirements as filed by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi (High Mountain) on April 2, 2008.
2. Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. (Vail Valley) filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 40920 to High Mountain on November 21, 2007.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on November 26, 2007.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The Commission granted Vail Valley’s application on January 7, 2008.  See Decision No. C08-0016 (Decision).
4. Vail Valley was required to file a terminating annual report within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  See Id., at ¶¶ 4-5.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of January 7, 2008.  The 60-day period for compliance therefore expired on March 7, 2008.  Vail Valley did not file the terminating annual report by March 7, 2008.

5. High Mountain was required to file an adoption notice and a revised certificate that consolidates CPCN PUC No. 40920 and CPCN PUC No. 14114
 into one certficate and eliminates any overlapping or duplicating authority within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  See Id., at ¶¶ 4-5.  High Mountain did not file the adoption notice or the revised certificate by March 7, 2008.

6. High Mountain filed a request for additional time to complete the requirements named in the Decision on March 10, 2008.  The Commission granted an extension of time up to and including March 31, 2008 in Decision No. C08-0287 on March 18, 2008.

7. High Mountain, on April 2, 2008, filed an additional request for an extension of time until April 4, 2008 to complete the filing requirements of the Decision.  However, all of the required documents were filed with the Commission by March 31, 2008.  Therefore, we find an extension of time is not necessary.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C08-0016 is denied as moot.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
