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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Applicant), on April 7, 2008, for emergency temporary approval to allow Valley Taxi, Inc. to assume operational control of a portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 16114 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permanently transfer the certificate.

2. The portion of CPCN PUC No. 16144 to be assumed reads as follows:

I.
Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage in charter service and call-and-demand limousine service 
between all points in Grand County, Colorado.

II.
Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage in charter service and call-and-demand limousine service 
between all points in Grand County, Colorado within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of Vasquez Road and U.S. Highway 40 near Winter Park, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand:

A.
The towns of Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado;

B.
All points in Summit County, Colorado; and

C.
The ski area at Vail, Colorado.

III.
Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage in charter service and call-and-demand limousine service 
between all points in Denver, Colorado, as the same exists on May 2, 2001, on the one hand, and all points in Grand County, Colorado, on the other hand.

IV.
Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage in taxi service:

A.
Between all points in Grand County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Jackson, Routt, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand;

B.
From all points in Grand County, Colorado, to all points in Denver, Colorado, as the same exists on May 2, 2001; and

C.
From all points in the City and County of Denver, Colorado, to all points in Grand County, Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  

1.
Item (II) is restricted to round-trip same-day service originating and terminating at points in Grand County, Colorado within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of Vasquez Road and U.S. Highway 40 near Winter Park, Colorado;

2.
Item (IV) is restricted against providing service which originates in Summit County, Colorado; 
3.
The entire authority is restricted against providing service to or from Denver International Airport; and
4.
To the extent that overlap exists within this certificate, only one operating right exists.
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

4. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a statement of Support of Emergency Temporary Authority and a signed purchase agreement.
5. A failure to grant emergency approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN PUC No. 16114 and ultimately affect service to the public.

6. We find Valley Taxi, Inc. has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

7. We also find this application for emergency temporary approval is in the public interest.

8. Applicant and Valley Taxi, Inc. are advised that the grant of emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that either temporary approval of an assumption of operational control or permanent approval of the transfer will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for emergency temporary approval for assumption of a portion of operational control filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd.  is granted.

2. Valley Taxi, Inc. is granted emergency temporary approval to conduct operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 16114 for a period of 30 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order.

3. The portion of CPCN PUC No. 16114 to be assumed shall be set forth in the Appendix.

4. Valley Taxi, Inc. shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
5. Valley Taxi, Inc. shall not assume operational control until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff of Home James Transportation Services, Ltd.; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
