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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement 

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Statements of Position and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), the Staff of the Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the Colorado Energy Consumers, CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company, Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association, Interwest Energy Alliance, Ms. Nancy LaPlaca, and Rocky Mountain Farmers Union and Colorado Working Landscapes on April 22, 2008.  

2. On November 23, 2007, Public Service filed an application for approval of its 2008 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan.  The parties filing the Joint Motion (Moving Parties), Ms. Leslie Glustrom and Western Resource Advocates are intervening parties in this docket.  See Decision No. C08-0069.  The Commission established a procedural schedule in this docket.  This procedural schedule includes April 23, 2008 as the date by which parties must file their Statements of Position.  See Decision No. C08-0110.  

3.
The hearings in this matter were held on April 7 through 10, 2008.  At the conclusion of these hearings, the Commission invited the parties to submit legal briefs on the legal issues that arose during the hearings contemporaneously with their Statements of Position.  The Moving Parties request an extension of time until April 30, 2008 to file their Statements of Position and legal briefs.  

4.
The Moving Parties state that their overlapping responsibilities in several pending dockets before the Commission have made it difficult to complete Statements of Position within the period established by the Commission in Decision No. C08-0110.  The Moving Parties argue that this extension will not impair the overall procedural schedule so that a Commission decision in this docket may be considered by the parties before they file their rebuttal and/or cross-answer testimony in Docket No. 07A-447E, In the Matter of the Application of Public Service Company of Colorado for Approval of Its 2007 Colorado Resource Plan.  The Moving Parties request that response time to the Joint Motion be waived.  

5.
Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Statements of Position and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The parties shall have until April 30, 2008 to file their Statements of Position and legal briefs.

II.
ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Statements of Position and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on April 22, 2008 by Public Service Company of Colorado, the Staff of the Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the Colorado Energy Consumers, CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company, Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association, Interwest Energy Alliance, Ms. Nancy LaPlaca, and Rocky Mountain Farmers Union and Colorado Working Landscapes is granted.  The response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

2. All parties shall have until April 30, 2008 to file Statements of Position and legal briefs.
