I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 18, 2008
, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 727-GAS (attached as Exhibit 1).  Public Service states that the purpose of this filing is to revise the Company's P.U.C. No. 6 - Gas tariff to remove the currently effective 10.66 percent General Rate Schedule Adjustment; to propose revised base rate amounts for all rate schedules; to separate the current Commercial Gas Service and Firm Gas Transportation Service rate schedules into small and large service schedules; implement a new Pilot Low Income Adjustment; and other conforming and clarifying revisions to the tariff related to these changes to such rate schedules.  Public Service requests that the tariff pages accompanying Advice Letter No. 727-GAS become effective on May 19, 2008.  Public Service also filed testimony supporting its advice letter contemporaneously with its filing.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff pages for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through December 15, 2008.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or September 16, 2008, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before December 15, 2008, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.

B. Findings of Fact

3. We will set the proposed tariff pages for hearing and will suspend their effective date because the rates contained in the tariff pages may be improper.

4. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff pages shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, May 19, 2008, of the tariff pages filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), with Advice Letter No. 727-GAS, is suspended for 120 days through September 16, 2008, or until further order of the Commission.

2. The tariff pages filed by Public Service, with Advice Letter No. 7270-GAS, will be set for hearing in a method to be determined through a future Commission Order.  A scheduling  conference for this proceeding will be held as follows:

3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision, and shall serve a copy of the motion on Public Service’s attorney of record.

4. Public Service shall work with the parties to determine a proposal for the scheduling of, but not limited to, submissions of testimony, deadlines for any stipulations and settlements, pre-hearing motions, and statements of position. The parties should plan this schedule based on possible hearing dates in the week of September 8, 2008, and be prepared to discuss the proposal at the scheduling conference.  Public Service shall file a proposed schedule on or before June 9, 2008 indicating whether there are any objections by the parties to that schedule at that point in time.

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
