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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement 

1. We established a procedural schedule in this matter at a prehearing conference held on January 23, 2008.  See Decision No. C08-0082, effective January 31, 2008.  This schedule sets a deadline of May 2, 2008 for the filing of Statements of Position.

2. We ordered, in Decision No. C08-0184, that Statements of Position shall include the pros and cons of the three general approaches to DSM incentives discussed in this docket.

3. On May 1, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an unopposed motion for one day of extension of time for all parties to submit Statements of Position.

B. Discussion
4. Public Service has filed five matters with this Commission (07A-420E, 07A-462E, 07A-522E, 07A-421E, and 07A-521E) that all have a bearing upon the Electric Resource Planning docket, (07A-447E).  Public Service’s filing of these multiple dockets all during the fourth quarter of 2007, together with the statutory deadlines regarding these dockets (which Public Service waived only until August 31, 2008), resulted in the need for the tight timetables set forth in the procedural schedule  We suggest Public Service be mindful of the ramifications (not just on others, but also on its own counsel) resulting from insistence on such timetables..

5. In this particular instance, given that the other parties to this docket either support or do not oppose the motion, we find that no party will be prejudiced by the one business day extension.  Therefore, we grant the motion for one day extension of time to May 5, 2008 to file Statements of Position in this docket.  The request for a one day extension will apply to all parties.  

II.
ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for one day extension of time for the filing of Statements of Position is granted. 

2. Statements of Position are due by all parties no later than the close of business on May 5, 2008.

3. Response time to this motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
