I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 28, 2008, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express (Shamrock Airport Express) filed an application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Shamrock Airport Express, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 49759 may provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in Ft. Collins, Loveland, and Longmont, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
3. Shamrock Airport Express, in Passenger Time Schedule No. 2, proposes to reduce the number of round-trips between Ft. Collins, Loveland, and Longmont, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand, from 18 to 14 per day from Sunday through Fridays, and from 18 to 10 per day on Saturday.

4. In support of this application, Mr. Robert Flynn, the general manager of Shamrock Airport Express, states:

Recent fuel price increases have had a direct and dramatic negative impact on the cost of operating this (Ft. Collins, Loveland, Longmont to DIA) service.  In addition rider volume is down 13% for the first quarter of 2008 compared to the first quarter of 2007.  These two factors are having a serious negative impact on the financial health of Shamrock Charters, Inc.  In order to adjust for the decrease in customer volume and the increase in operating cost, Shamrock Charters, Inc. has decided to modify the Time Schedule for service to and from Denver International Airport.  The new Time Schedule will reduce the number of round trips from 18 trips per day to 14 per day Sunday to Friday and to 10 trips per day on Saturday.  This action will result in a decrease in fuel consumption of about 20%.  With several other related adjustments the change in schedule will help offset the decrease in customer volume and the increase in operating cost.

5. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

6. We find that Shamrock Airport Express has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on less than 30 days’ notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, shall publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
