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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 28, 2008 CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express (Ace Express) filed an application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Ace Express under the authority named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47967, may provide scheduled service between points in the metro Denver, Colorado area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. Ace Express, in Time Schedule No. 2, proposes the following changes to it scheduled service:

(A)
The existing stop at the Doubletree Hotel at Martin Luther King Boulevard and Quebec Street is eliminated.

(B)
The existing stop at 45th Avenue and Peoria Street is eliminated

(C)
The Wal-Mart at 7800 Smith Road is added as a stop.  The number of trips to be provided are:  (I) 10 daily one-way trips from the Wal-Mart to Black Hawk/Central City; and (II) 11 daily one-way trips from Black Hawk/Central City to the Wal-Mart.

(D)
The number of daily one-way trips from 8800 N. Washington to Black Hawk/Central City is decreased from 40 to 22.  The number of daily one-way trips from Black Hawk/Central City to 8800 N. Washington is decreased from 42 to 23.

(E)
The existing stop at 44th Avenue and Eldridge Street is eliminated

(F)
A new stop at 12100 W. 44th Avenue is added.  The number of trips to be provided are:  (I) 19 daily one-way trips from 12100 W. 44th Avenue to Black Hawk/Central City; and (II) 22 daily one-way trips from Black Hawk/Central City to 12100 W. 44th Avenue.

4. In support of this application, Gary Johnson, the general manager of Ace Express, states:

Ace Express has been forced into making several schedule and location changes effective May 1, 2008.  Frequency changes are put into place to still provide quality service, especially to the employees of the Central City and Black Hawk casinos.  Rising fuel prices dictated an overall review of all our routes and the changes noted reflect the immediate moves necessary to maintain quality service.  Rather than being like United Airlines who waited for 2008 Q1 results and then take drastic measures by cutting service and laying off personnel and mothballing some of their fleet, or like Frontier Airlines who elected to reorganize under the Federal Bankruptcy laws, Black Hawk Central City Ace Express is being extremely proactive in today’s dire economic conditions by analyzing all facets of our operation and making necessary adjustments, thus the above changes.  These changes will guarantee good, reliable and safe service to all our passengers while reducing overhead and unprofitable times of operation.

5. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

6. We find that Ace Express has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 2 on less than 30 days’ notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express to publish Time Schedule No. 2 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express shall publish Time Schedule No. 2 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
