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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter requesting an extension of time filed on May 8, 2008 by Gabby Cares Home Services, Inc. (Gabby Cares).
2. Gabby Cares, on November 1, 2007, filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  The application was restricted:  (A) to providing transportation services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing; and (B) to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on November 26, 2007.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding therefore was uncontested.  The Commission granted the application filed by Gabby Cares on January 7, 2008 by Decision No. C08-0011 (Decision).
5. Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of the Decision required Gabby Cares to file the appropriate proof of insurance or surety bond coverage with the Commision in accordance with applicable rules.  Ordering Paragraph No. 5 required Gabby Cares to file the appropriate insurance coverage within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of January 7, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on March 7, 2008.
6. Gabby Cares did not file the appropriate proof of insurance by March 7, 2008.  In a letter filed on March 4, 2008, Mr. Shelby Tollette, the president of Gabby Cares, stated “In an effort to secure more affordable insurance, Gabby Cares Home Services, Inc. is petitioning for an extension of its transportation application until May 10, 2008.  Every effort is being made to complete the application and commence operations as soon as the NARUC Form E Certificate of Insurance is completed.”  The Commission granted the Motion for Extension of Time in Decision No. C08-0284.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of March 18, 2008.  As of the date of this Order, Gabby Cares has not filed the appropriate proof of insurance.

7. In a letter filed on May 8, 2008, Gabby Cares filed a second letter stating, “[i]n an effort to secure more affordable insurance, Gabby Cares Home Services, Inc. is petitioning for an extension of its transportation application unti [sic] July 10, 2008.  Every effort is being made to complete the application and commence operations as soon as the NARUC Form E Certificate of Insurance is completed.”

8. We find that Gabby Cares has shown good cause to extend the time to file the appropriate insurance coverage and complete the filing requirements of the Decision.  However, considering that this is Gabby Cares’ second request for extension of time, we note that we are not inclined to grant subsequent requests for extension of time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Gabby Cares Home Services, Inc. for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C08-0011 is granted.

2. Gabby Cares Home Services, Inc. is granted an extension of time up to and including July 10, 2008 to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C08-0011.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
