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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services, for a Letter of Registration (LOR) to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications, and for Shortened Notice filed by McGraw Communications, Inc. (McGraw or Applicant) on May 9, 2008.  McGraw was granted a CPCN and LOR effective May 25, 2006, in Docket No. 06A-230T, Commission Decision No. C06-0610.  Paragraph 7 of that order advised McGraw:  “Before providing local exchange services McGraw must:  (1) have effective tariffs for its services on file with the Commission; and (2) comply with all statutory and regulatory requirements applicable to telecommunications providers subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.  4 CCR 723‑2-2103”.  In ordering paragraph 9 of that Decision McGraw was advised:  “If McGraw fails to file an effective tariff within one year from the Mailing Date of this Order, this Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and this Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services shall be deemed null and void.”  
2. On May 6, 2008, McGraw was notified by the Commission Staff that it does not currently have an effective tariff on file with this Commission.  Therefore its CPCN and LOR are deemed null and void.    

3. McGraw acknowledged the oversight on its part to have a currently effective tariff on file with the Commission.  McGraw states that it has complied with other filing requirements of this Commission, including filing of an Annual Report, the Colorado Telephone Relay Report, and the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism Report.

4. McGraw wishes to apply for a CPCN to provide local exchange telecommunications services and a LOR to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services and requests a shortened notice period of ten days.    

5. We find that Applicant has provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for expedited treatment, including less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period of ten days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by McGraw Communications, Inc. for expedited treatment including less-than-statutory notice of its application is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
