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I. by the commission

A. Background and Findings 

1. This matter comes before the Commission on the Request to Cancel Temporary Authority and to Cancel Application for Permanent Contract Carrier Authority (Motion) filed by MV Public Transportation, Inc. (MV Transportation) on April 4, 2008.

2. In MV Transportation’s Motion, MV Transportation submits that on December 14, 2007, it applied for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier in Gilpin County, Colorado which we granted conditionally in Decision No. C08-0173 (Order).  The application was restricted to providing services for Black Hawk Transportation Authority.  

3. MV Transportation contends that subsequent to filing the application and the Order, MV Transportation determined that temporary or permanent authority was unnecessary given that the Black Hawk Transportation Authority is an intergovernmental entity, and that MV Transportation was contracted to provide the transportation services within Gilpin County.  

4. MV Transportation asserts that it does not operate an independent transportation service, but only provides bus drivers for buses operated by Black Hawk Transportation Authority.  As such, MV Transportation contends it is exempt from the Commission’s jurisdiction and is seeking to cancel its temporary authority and application for permanent contract authority.  

5. Based on the information provided by MV Transportation and after review of the contract between MV Transportation and Black Hawk Transportation Authority, we find that MV Transportation is not subject to the Commission’s jurisdiction under § 40-11-101(3), C.R.S.  Accordingly, we find good cause to grant the Motion.

II. Order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request to Cancel Temporary Authority and to Cancel Application for Permanent Contract Carrier Authority is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
