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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 24, 2008, Casino Transportation, Inc., filed an application for approval to lease a portion of Item No. II of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 52393 to CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express (Ace Express).  The requested period of the lease is three years.
2. Item No. II of CPCN PUC No. 52393 reads as follows:
Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage on schedule 
between points in that portion of Jefferson County bounded by Sheridan Boulevard on the east, 44th Avenue on the north to its intersection with Colorado Highway 58; thence west along Colorado Highway 58 to its junction with U.S. Highway 6; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the junction of I-70 and exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of U.S. Highway 285 and Colorado Highway 8; thence east along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Quincy Avenue, as extended; thence east along Quincy Avenue, as extended, to Sheridan Boulevard; thence north on Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning; on the one hand, and on the other hand; points in and within two miles of Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado via U.S. Highway 6, I-70, Colorado State Highways 93, 119, and 279 serving intermediate points in Jefferson County on and within 1/2 mile of that portion of I-70 between interchange 256 and the Jefferson/Clear Creek County boundary with the right to use Golden Gate Canyon Road for operating convenience only.
3. The portion of Item No. II of CPCN PUC No. 52393 to be leased to Ace Express reads as follows:

Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage on schedule 
between 12100 West 44th Avenue, Wheat Ridge, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points within two miles of Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, via U.S. Highway 6, I-70, and Colorado State Highways 93, 119, and 279.
RESTRICTIONS:  
(A)
To serving points named in the carrier's published schedule; and 
(B)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten passengers plus the driver.
4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 28, 2008.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. We find that the information submitted with this application shows good cause to grant the requested lease.  We find that the financial standing of Ace Express has been satisfactorily established.  The application for approval of the lease of a portion of Item No. II of CPCN PUC No. 52393 for a three-year period is therefore in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Casino Transportation, Inc., for approval to lease a portion of Item No. II of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 52393, subject to encumbrances, if any, to CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, is deemed complete and is granted. 

2. The period of the lease shall be from the effective date of this Order through June 4, 2011.

3. The portion of Item No. II of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 52393 to be leased to CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, is as shown in the Appendix.
4. CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
5. CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, shall not commence operations until it has: (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff and time schedule of Casino Transportation, Inc.; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee; (e) filed an acceptance of lease form, executed by both the lessor and the lessee; and (f) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

6. If Casino Transportation, Inc., and CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the approval to lease a portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 52393 from the effective date of this Order through June 4, 2011 shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

7. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
