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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 22, 2008, Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, filed an application for approval to transfer control of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express (San Miguel), by selling their membership interests to CO West Transportation, LLC.  San Miguel is the record holder of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 1648 and 55679.

2. Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, each own a 50 percent interest in San Miguel.  In this application, both Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, are requesting to sell their 50 percent interest in San Miguel.
3. CO West Transportation, LLC, is identified in this application as:
A recently formed LLC owned by Mark and Sue Rovito.  For business, tax and other reasons, CO West was formed to own Telluride Express.  Subsequent to approval of this application, the operations of Telluride Express will be managed by Sue and Mark Rovito as employees of Telluride Express and owners of CO West.  As noted above, Ms. Rovito has been employed by Telluride Express for several years and since the death of Sid Brotman has been the General Manager of Telluride Express.
4. In support of the application, the transferors state that:
The principals of Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, respectively, were Sid Brotman and Drew Smith, Sr.  Within a relatively short time in 2007 both Mr. Smith and Mr. Brotman died unexpectedly.  The children of each have succeeded to managerial positions in each entity, but the Estates of Mr. Brotman and Mr. Smith own Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, respectively, and one of the issues in settling these estates is to divest Telluride Express.  Approval of this transaction will permit a seamless transition in that while the ownership of Telluride Express will change, the day to day management of the affairs of Telluride Express by Sue Rovito will continue.
5. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 28, 2008.

6. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

7. The financial standing of CO West Transportation, LLC, has been satisfactorily established.

8. We find that the application for permanent approval of the sale by Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, of their membership interest in San Miguel to CO West Transportation, LLC, is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, for approval to transfer control of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express by selling their membership interests to CO West Transportation, LLC, is deemed complete and is granted.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
