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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
 

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Late Intervention and a Motion for Leave to File Rebuttal Testimony filed by the City and County of Denver (Denver).  This matter also comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on June 9, 2008.  

2. Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Petition for Late Intervention and Motion for Leave to File Rebuttal Testimony filed by the City and County of Denver, and we shorten response time to the Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed by Public Service.  

B. Petition for Late Intervention and Motion to File Rebuttal Testimony
3. Denver filed a Petition for Late Intervention on May 22, 2008.  Denver states that it realizes its Petition is late; However, it states that good cause to intervene is based on the testimony submitted by other parties regarding delayed retirement of the Arapahoe Station coal-fired power plant.  This plant is located in Denver and the interests of its citizens will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No party in this docket opposes Denver’s Petition for Late Intervention.  We therefore find good cause to grant the Petition.  We also find good cause to grant the Motion to File Rebuttal Testimony filed by Denver on June 9, 2008 as it was submitted timely.

C. Motion for Extraordinary Protection

4. Public Service filed a Motion for Extraordinary Protection on June 9, 2008.  The hearing in this matter is scheduled to begin on June 23, 2008 and a prehearing conference is set for June 13, 2008 at 9:00 a.m.  We shorten response time to the Motion until June 12, 2008, at 3:00 p.m.  This will allow the intervening parties to respond and for the Commission to consider the merits of the Motion during the prehearing conference and, if necessary, during the weekly meeting on June 19, 2008. 
II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition for Late Intervention filed by the City and County of Denver on May 22, 2008, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  

2. The Motion to File Rebuttal Testimony filed by the City and County of Denver on June 9, 2008, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

3. The response time to the Motion for Extraordinary Protection filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on June 9, 2008 is shortened until June 12, 2008 at 3:00 p.m.
