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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 30, 2008, Eastern Colorado Utility Company (Eastern) filed a joint motion with the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) (hereinafter collectively referred to as the Parties).  The Parties are requesting the amendment of the Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceeding entered into by the Parties and approved by the Commission in Decision No. R06-0564, mailed on May 15, 2006.  In addition, because all of the parties to this docket are joint movants, the Parties request that the response time to this motion be waived.  

2. On September 23, 2005, Eastern filed Advice Letter No. 135 and accompanying tariff sheets.  The stated purpose of the filing was to implement revised base rates for its gas sales services to its residential and commercial customers.  A proposed settlement addressing the rates, as well as other terms and conditions, was filed on April 28, 2006 by Eastern, Staff, and the OCC.  The Stipulation was approved in the decision referenced above (R06-0564).  Included in the Stipulation was the requirement that Eastern file another rate case no later than May 30, 2008, utilizing a test period comprised of the 12 months ending December 31, 2007.

3. Eastern states that it was unable to prepare all of the necessary information required in a rate case filing by the agreed-upon date due to a conversion to new accounting software.  To resolve the issue of the timing of Eastern’s next rate case filing, the Parties have proposed the following amendment to Paragraph No. II. E. of the Stipulation:

Resolution.  For the purposes of settlement, the Parties agree that Eastern shall file a rate case with the Commission no later than May 29, 2009, utilizing a test period comprised of the 12 months ending December 31, 2008.  Eastern understands its obligation to maintain its books of accounts and records using Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, and to comply with the Uniform System of Accounts. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint motion to amend the Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceeding entered into by Eastern Colorado Utility Company, Staff of the Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel as described above is granted.   

2. The response time to this motion is waived.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
