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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 30, 2008, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express (Shamrock Charters), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 49759 to include: (1) the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service, between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and all points within a 3-mile radius of the intersection of 1st Street and Cleveland Avenue, Wellington, Colorado, on the other hand; and (2) the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points within a 3-mile radius of the intersection of 1st Street and Cleveland Avenue, Wellington, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on June 9, 2008.  There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant an application for temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
4. Shamrock Charters must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Shamrock Charters fails to meet either criterion, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

5. In support of this application, Mr. Robert Flynn, the general manager of Shamrock Charters, states that:

There are no existing carriers with authority to serve the transportation needs of residents of the Wellington, Colorado area who need to travel to and from Denver International Airport.  This request for an extension will authorize Shamrock Airport Express to provide that service.  This service should be provided to the residents of Wellington, Colorado immediately because residents currently have no option except to use a personal vehicle or a taxi.
6. Six letters of support were submitted with this application.  Each of the letters was signed by a resident of Wellington, Colorado.  Five of the letters contain the following statement: 
We are of the opinion that having Shamrock Airport Express will be beneficial to our community.  Residents as well as local business would welcome a source for transport to and from DIA. The economic and environmental effects would be instant, serving to reduce pollutants and save oil product consumption.  I strongly urge the PUC to confirm this scenario at your earliest convenience.
7. The sixth letter includes the following statement: 
I am requesting that the PUC support Shamrock’s application to provide DIA scheduled Airport Shuttle and door to door service in and around the Town of Wellington, CO.  There is currently no convenient DIA Airport Shuttle service available to the residents of the Wellington area.  An airport shuttle service and Door to Door service are needed by the citizens living in Wellington area so they can have convenient transportation to or from their place residence or place of business.

C. Conclusions

8. We find that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service has been shown to exist and that there is no other transportation carrier capable of providing the service.  We also find that Shamrock Charters has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.  This application for temporary authority therefore is in the public interest.

9. Shamrock Charters is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 49759 for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

3. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express shall not commence operation until it has: (a) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (b) filed a tariff and time schedule, in compliance with applicable Commission rules, with an effective date no earlier than ten days after filing; and (c) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
4. If Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then this temporary authority to extend operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
