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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On June 3, 2008, Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between points in the following defined area: commencing at Exit 247 off Interstate 70, thence south along an imaginary line to its intersection with U.S. Highway 285, thence east and north along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Parmalee Gulch Road, thence north along an imaginary line to its intersection with Interstate 70, thence west to the point of beginning.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on June 9, 2008.  No party filed a petition to intervene opposing a grant of the application.
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant a temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."

4. Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact


5.
In support of the application, Mr. Michael Hesser, the owner of Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, states that: 
Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, will provide safe, secure, and service-oriented personal transportation services in and around Evergreen, Colorado.  No similar service currently exists in Evergreen, including any form of public or personal transportation.  Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, will cater specifically to the needs of Evergreen area residents and visitors who require safe and secure transportation to and from the various entertainment venues that exist in Evergreen.

6.
We find that Mr. Hesser’s statement of support does not contain any information that would indicate an immediate and urgent need for the transportation service requested in this application.


7.
Four letters of support were submitted with this application.  The letters were written by individuals who are apparently residents of the geographic area named in this application. The authors of these letters express a need for a taxi service in the area in and around Evergreen, Colorado.  However, none of the authors of the letters make a specific reference to any circumstance that would indicate an immediate and urgent need for the transportation service requested in this application.
C. Conclusions


8.
We find that Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, has not met the requirements set forth in § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., to obtain temporary authority.  Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, did not prove an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services requested in the application or that there are no carriers capable of providing this service.  We therefore find that this application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.


9.
The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary authority filed by Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC, is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
