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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 9, 2008, Clertech.com, Inc. (Clertech.com) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange telecommunications services and for a Letter of Registration (LOR) to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services. 

2. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) sent a written notification pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 on May 14, 2008, to the contact person identified in Clertech.com's application.  Staff requested information for several sections left blank in the application but necessary for the application to be deemed complete and for the Commission to issue a CPCN and LOR.  The written notification also included a request for additional information.  

3. Information that is required on the application form that was left blank included Section 6, which requires the applicant to designate the default form regulation the company is requesting. 

4. The applicant filed a response to Staff's letter on May 28, 2008.  The response to Section 6 identified both Default Form of Regulation – Option 1 and Default Form of Regulation – Option 2 as being requested.  

5. Staff sent another letter of notification on May 29, 2008, and requested  additional information, including a clarification of the form of regulation Clertech.com is requesting.  Staff's specific question related to the form of regulation was:  "Please file a separate supplement to the application form that includes Section 6 that clearly identifies the default form of regulation that is being requested.”

6. The applicant filed a response to Staff's second letter on June 9, 2008.  However, it did not include a selection of the form of default regulation.

7. The Commission cannot choose a form of regulation for a company and therefore the application is not complete.

8. Based on Clertech.com's failure to respond to Staff's written notification and failure to provide the necessary and required information, we find good cause to dismiss the application for a CPCN and LOR filed by Clertech.com without prejudice.  

II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and a Letter of Registration filed by Clertech.com, Inc., is dismissed without prejudice.

2. This docket is closed.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
