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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for approval of a Variance and Extension of the Filing Date for Its 2009 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan (Petition) filed by Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC (Aquila or Company) on June 18, 2008.

2. Aquila is requesting that the Commission grant an extension of time to file its 2009 RES Compliance Plan to September 3, 2008.  Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3657(a) of the Commission’s Renewable Energy Rules requires that a Qualifying Retail Utility file for approval of its RES Compliance Plan each year by July 1.  

3. In Commission Decision No. C08-0623, we shortened the notice period of Aquila’s Petition to noon on June 24, 2008 so that we could render a decision at its weekly meeting on June 25, 2008.  An examination of the record reveals that no party has filed a protest or intervention to this Petition.
4. Aquila cites several reasons for requiring additional time to file its 2009 RES Compliance Plan.  First, the Company’s 2007 Compliance Report is currently pending before the Commission in Docket No. 06A-484E and the outcome of that docket may impact the 2009 RES Compliance Plan.  Second, the approval of an On-site Solar Renewable Energy Contract is currently the subject of Docket No. 08A-166E, also still pending before the Commission.  Third, the acquisition by Black Hills Corporation and involvement in Public Service Electric Resource Plan, Docket No. 07A-447E, have diverted resources from the RES Compliance Plan preparation.
5. Now being fully advised in the matter, for the reasons above, we find that no party will be prejudiced, and accordingly, we grant Aquila’s Petition for a variance and extension of time of the filing date for its 2009 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan to September 3, 2008.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Aquila, Inc.’s Petition for a Variance and Extension of Time of the Filing Date for its 2009 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan to September 3, 2008 is granted.

2. Docket No. 08V-237E is closed.
