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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion Requesting Acceptance of Late Filing and Filing as Required by Decision No. R08-0249, filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) and the El Paso Telephone Company (El Paso) (collectively Joint Movants) on June 3, 2008. 
2. On August 7, 2007, Qwest and El Paso filed a Joint Verified Application for Permission to Transfer Certain Assets from El Paso to Qwest.  

3. On August 10, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice of Petition Filed (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period.  

4. On September 10, 2007, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely intervened of right and requested a hearing.  Applicants opposed the request.  OCC's request for a hearing was granted by Decision No. R07-0888-I.  

5. On September 19, 2007, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right and requested a hearing.  Applicants opposed the request.  Staff's request for a hearing was granted by Decision No. R07-0888-I.  

6. On September 19, 2007, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete.  By Decision No. R07-0888-I, the Parties were notified that the Application had been deemed complete.  The Applicants later waived the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., time frame for Commission decision in this matter.  Decision No. R07-0961-I.  By Decision No. C07-0875, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On December 17, 2007, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement accompanied that filing.  

8. By Decision No. R08-0048-I, the ALJ ordered the Parties to provide additional information, and to respond to questions, with respect to two provisions of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  On February 19, 2008, the Parties filed their Joint Response to Questions Posed in the Interim Order dated January 15, 2008.  On February 19, 2008, the Parties also filed the First Amendment to Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  

9. In Decision No. R08-0249, the ALJ granted Joint Applicants’ request to transfer certain support assets from El Paso to Qwest.  Decision No. R08-0249 required Joint Applicants to file with the Commission an updated Confidential Attachment C to their Application, and a non-confidential list of the assets transferred.  The decision required the Joint Applicants to make this filing on or before July 1, 2008, but in no event later than 60 days following the date of the asset transfer.  

10. The asset transfer took place on March 31, 2008.  As a result, Decision No. R08-0249 required Joint Applicants to make certain filings on May 30, 2008. 

11. On June 3, 2008, the Joint Applicants filed their Motion Requesting Acceptance of Late Filing and Filing as Required by Decision No. R08-0249.  Attached to this filing and labeled Exhibit A is an updated Confidential Attachment C to the Application.  Also attached to this filing and labeled Exhibit B is a non-confidential list of the assets transferred. 

12. The Joint Applicants state in their Motion that the failure to make the filing on the date set forth in Decision No. R08-0249 was due to inadvertence, and no party should be prejudiced if the Commission accepts the filing two business days after the due date.  

13. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion. 

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Joint Motion Requesting Acceptance of Late Filing and Filing as Required by Decision No. R08-0249, filed by Qwest Corporation and the El Paso Telephone Company on June 3, 2008 is granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
