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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on the Joint Motion to Amend Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings and Request for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. (CWU), Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, Mr. Bruce McQuaid, and Mr. Richard Bare (collectively, the Joint Movants) on June 27, 2008.

2. The Joint Movants state that, pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400, they request the Commission enter an order amending the Stipulation and Agreement filed and approved in these dockets by Decision Nos. R06-1300 and C06-1495.  All parties to the Stipulation and Agreement are joint movants and, therefore, they also request that the Commission waive response time to this Joint Motion. 

3. Specifically, the Joint Movants state that the Stipulation and Agreement as approved, included the requirement that CWU file a rate case no later than July 1, 2008, using a test period comprised of the 12 months ending March 31, 2008.  During the intervening period since the Commission approved the Stipulation and Agreement, the residents of the Deer Creek Farms and Deer Creek Ranch Estates subdivisions served by CWU began exploring their ability to form a special water district.  The residents, at this time, continue to pursue this outcome but will not know the results of their efforts until early November 2008. 

4. The Joint Movants agree that it would be counter productive and a waste of resources for CWU to file a rate case at this time until the outcome of the pursuit of a special district is known.  Therefore, they request that we modify the original Stipulation and Agreement at paragraph No. II. B to read as follows:

Resolution.  For the purposes of settlement, the Parties agree that CWU shall file a rate case using a twelve-month test period ending March 31, 2009.  CWU shall file this rate case no later than July 1, 2009.  Absent extraordinary circumstances, it is the intent of the Parties that none of them will seek to change the rates established in this matter prior to the commencement of the rate case agreed to in this paragraph.
5. The Joint Movants state that to the extent the residents are able to form a special district, and to the extent the Commission subsequently approves the transfer of CWU’s assets to such special district, this amended requirement would become moot.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we waive response time and grant the Joint Motion.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

2. The Joint Motion to Amend Stipulation and Agreement, filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc., Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, Mr. Bruce McQuaid, and Mr. Richard Bare on June 27, 2008, is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
