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I. By the Commission

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission to close this docket because Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) withdrew its Application for a Certificate of Pubic Convenience and Necessity to Construct a Combined Cycle Generating Unit at Arapahoe Station (Application).

2. Public Service filed this Application on June 16, 2008, along with the pre-filed direct testimony of company witnesses Karen Hyde, Teresa Madden, George Tyson, Gregory Ford, Kurtis Haeger, Gerald Stellern, Gary Magno and John Lupo. 

3. The Commission issued a Notice of Application on May 1, 2008.  It required petitions for interventions to be filed on or before June 2, 2008.  The Staff of the Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed Notices of Intervention by Right.  Ms. Leslie Glustrom; Ms. Nancy LaPlaca; Holy Cross Electric Association; Western Resource Advocates (WRA); Colorado Energy Consumers; Colorado Independent Energy Association; Governor’s Energy Office; and CF&I Steel and Climax Molybdenum Company timely filed Petitions to Intervene by Permission.  On June 3, 2008, Ratepayers United of Colorado filed an untimely Petition to Intervene.

4. We also received a motion to appear pro hac vice from Steven S. Michel, Esq., on behalf of WRA.  Mr. Michel stated that he has met the requirements of the Colorado Supreme Court requirements and Commission rules, and made an appropriate payment to the Supreme Court.

5. On June 9, 2008, Public Service filed a Notice of Withdrawal of Application.  The Company indicated that it was no longer seeking a waiver of the Commission’s competitive bidding requirements for the Arapahoe combined cycle repower project in Phase I of the Electric Resource Plan (ERP), Docket No. 07A-447E.  If in Phase II of the ERP docket the Commission approves the Arapahoe repowering project, Public Service stated it will file a new application at that time.

6. Now, being duly advised, we recognize Public Service’s Notice of Withdrawal, and find the motion to appear pro hac vice by Steven S. Michel, Esq., and all interventions to be moot, and close this docket.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 08A-145E is closed.
