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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 1, 2008, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Supershuttle &/or Boulder Express Shuttle &/or Boulder Airporter &/or Boulder Airport Shuttle (Yellow Cab) filed an application for authority to extend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2378&I.  The application seeks to increase the number of taxicabs that Yellow Cab can place in service at any one time from 300 to 450.  On July 7, 2008, the Commission provided notice of the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.

2. The current matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Contingent Motion to Shorten Notice Period, filed by Yellow Cab on July 8, 2008.  The Motion requests that the notice period for Yellow Cab’s application coincide with the notice period related to the application filed by Union Taxi Cooperative (Union Taxi) in Docket No. 08A-241CP (by separate order, the Commission will grant Union Taxi’s shortened notice request).  The Motion fails to request a waiver of the 14-day response time required by Rule 1400 of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

3. As grounds for the request, the Motion states that both the applications of Union Taxi and Yellow Cab were filed on the same day, propose to provide service in essentially the same territory, are governed by the same legal standards under House Bill 08-1227, were simultaneously placed on notice, and present similar issues.

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

4. On our own motion, response time will be waived.

5. We find good cause to grant the Motion.  Public notice of Yellow Cab’s application and the opportunity to file interventions will terminate on July 17, 2008.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Contingent Motion to Shorten Notice Period, filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Supershuttle &/or Boulder Express Shuttle &/or Boulder Airporter &/or Boulder Airport Shuttle, on July 8, 2008, is waived.

2. The Contingent Motion to Shorten Notice Period is granted.  The Commission will re-notice the application of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Supershuttle &/or Boulder Express Shuttle &/or Boulder Airporter &/or Boulder Airport Shuttle such that the intervention period will terminate on July 17, 2008.
