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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on shortened notice and intervention periods, filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on July 8, 2008.
2. Staff in its Petition is seeking the partial waiver of Rule 2187(f)(II) for reporting requirements due August 15, 2008, for Eligible Telecommunications Carriers (ETCs) to be eligible to receive federal high cost support for calendar year 2009.  The basis and purpose of the waiver is to simplify the reporting requirements of ETCs until a rulemaking proceeding can be initiated and new rules adopted.

3. Staff represents in its Petition that it has informed the Colorado ETCs as well as the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel of its intent to seek a partial waiver.  Upon information and belief, none of these entities object to the Commission granting the partial waiver.

4. Because the ETCs’ reporting deadline of August 15, 2008 is fast approaching, Staff respectfully requests that this matter be handled expeditiously and that the Commission shorten the notice and intervention periods set forth in Rules 1206 and 1401 to seven business days.

5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find for good cause to grant Staff’s request for shortened notice and intervention periods set forth in Rules 1206 and 1401 to seven business days.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for shortened notice and intervention periods set forth in Rules 1206 and 1401 to seven business days, filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on July 8, 2008, is granted.  The notice period shall begin on July 16, 2008.
