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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On June 2, 2008, Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between points in the following defined area: commencing at exit 247 of Interstate I-70, thence south along an imaginary line to its intersection with U.S. Highway 285, thence east and north along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Parmalee Gulch Road, thence north along an imaginary line to its intersection with Interstate I-70, thence west to the point of beginning.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 9, 2008.

3. An intervention to this application was filed by Ralph Collins, doing business as Mountains Taxi (Mountains Taxi) on July 7, 2008.

4. Mountains Taxi also filed a motion to vacate or dismiss this application on July 7, 2008,

5. Mountains Taxi was granted authority to provide taxi service in the northwest portion of Jefferson County on June 3, 2008 by Decision No. C08-0556 in Docket No. 08A-114CP.  The portion of Jefferson County named in Decision No. C08-0556 does include the City of Evergreen.  Therefore, the geographic area named in the authority granted to Mountains Taxi does overlap the geographic authority requested in the application filed by Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC.

6. Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC filed a request to withdraw its application on July 11, 2008.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Evergreen Town Taxi, LLC to withdraw the application filed in Docket No. 08A-215CP is granted.
2. Docket No. 08A-215CP is dismissed.
3. The Intervention and the Motion filed by Ralph Collins, doing business as Mountains Taxi are denied as moot.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
