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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On July 15, 2008, Affinity Telecom, Inc. (Affinity) and Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC, (Liberty Bell, together Applicants) filed an application seeking Commission authority to transfer local exchange telecommunications services customers from Affinity to Liberty Bell pursuant to Rule 2108 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2.  The application included requests for waivers of certain portions of Rule 2311(g) and a request for expedited treatment of the application.
2. On July 17, 2008, the Applicants filed a Supplement to their application that requested a shortened Commission notice period of 10 days for the application, a shortened notice to the affected customers to 20 days, and clarified that Affinity wishes to retain its Commission granted authorities following the transfer.
3. Applicants represent that a notice of the transfer will be sent to the affected customers immediately upon the Commission granting the requested shortened notice period.  A copy of the proposed customer notice was included in the application as Attachment C.  The notice informs the customers of their ability to choose an alternative provider of service.  

4. The Applicants state in the application that affected customers will not experience any interruption of service and that customers will not incur any charges for the transfer, nor will their services change as a result of the transfer. The application included a representation that Affinity is unable to meet its financial obligations to its underlying provider, Qwest Corporation and that Affinity’s customers are under threat of disconnection.  

5. We find that Applicants have provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for expedited treatment.

6. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment, including less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period through August 5, 2008.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Affinity Telecom Inc., and Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC, for expedited treatment is granted.

2. Commission notice of the application shall be for a period of not less than ten days that expires on August 5, 2008.  Customer notice of not less than 20 days is also granted.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
