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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion For Extension Of Time To File Compliance Documents filed on July 3, 2008, by Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., (Ramblin’ Express).  The extension of time is requested until July 21, 2008.
2. On December 10, 2007, Ramblin' Express filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 47966.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 24, 2007.
4. Casino Transportation, Inc., Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc., CUSA BCCAE, LLC, doing business as Black Hawk Central City Ace Express Inc., and Estes Park Express, Ltd., filed interventions opposing a grant of this application.

5. On March 25, 2008, Ramblin’ Express and the interveners filed a Stipulation which amended the application.  An administrative law judge granted the application as amended on April 8, 2008 by Decision No. R08-0371 (Decision).

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 12 of the Decision required Ramblin’ Express to file a tariff in compliance with applicable Commission rules.  Ordering Paragraph No. 16 required Ramblin’ Express to file the tariff within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was 20 days after its mailed date of April 8, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on June 27, 2008.
7. In the letter filed on July 3, 2008, Ramblin’ Express states it needs the additional time to complete an investigation to determine what rates to file.
8. We find that Ramblin' Express has shown good cause to extend the time to file the appropriate tariff.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), for an extension of time to file the tariff required by Decision No. R08-0371 is granted.
2. Ramblin' Express is granted an extension of time up to and including July 21, 2008, to file the required tariff.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
