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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for leave to file an interconnection agreement (ICA) amendment with Arizona Dialtone, Inc. (AZDT) one date late and without the signature of a representative of AZDT, filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on July 10, 2008.  

2. Qwest indicates that pursuant to Commission Decision Nos. C08-0414 and C08-0585, the parties were required to file the amendment to their ICA 30 days after a final Commission decision in this docket, which was July 9, 2008.  

3. Qwest represents that it sent the amendment to counsel for AZDT well in advance of the expiration of the 30-day period to allow Qwest to file the amendment by the July 9, 2008 deadline.  Qwest further represents that after the close of business on July 9, 2008, counsel for AZDT notified Qwest that it would not sign the ICA amendment because it sought to appeal the Commission’s arbitration decision and to seek a stay of the decision.  Therefore, Qwest indicates that through no fault of its own, it filed the amendment with the Commission one day late and without the signature of a representative from AZDT.  Nonetheless, Qwest seeks Commission approval of the amendment.

4. In a response to Qwest’s motion, AZDT indicates that it has no objection to the language or form of the ICA amendment submitted by Qwest, and stands ready to execute that form of the ICA amendment upon approval by the Commission.  AZDT further represents that it filed a Complaint pursuant to Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure 106(a)(4) requesting judicial review of the Commission’s Decision, in Denver District Court.  AZDT further represents that it seeks a stay of the Commission Decision as well, pending judicial review.  

B. Findings
5. We find good cause to grant Qwest’s motion.  While we have concerns regarding AZDT’s representations in its response to Qwest’s motion, we nonetheless find that disposition of this matter is relatively simple.  Qwest seeks a one day extension of time to file the amendment with the Commission,  AZDT in turn indicates that it has no objection to the language of the amendment and in fact, “stands ready to execute that form of TRRO Amendment upon approval by this Commission …”

6. Notwithstanding AZDT’s representations regarding judicial review of our Decisions in this matter, we find that the course of action pursued by AZDT does not have a bearing on the ICA amendment at this time.  Therefore, it is in the public interest to grant Qwest’s request for a one day extension.  At a future Weekly Meeting, we will address the merits of the amendment.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion of Qwest Corporation for leave to file its interconnection agreement amendment with Arizona Dialtone, Inc. (AZDT), one day late and without the signature of a representative of AZDT is granted.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
