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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 29, 2008, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Boulder Airporter) filed an application for authority to publish a fuel supplement to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Boulder Airporter, in Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, proposes to add a $2.00 charge to each one-way fare and a $4.00 charge to each round-trip for scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the Counties of Adams, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  Boulder Airporter requests that the additional charges remain in effect for a period of 90 days.

3. Boulder Airporter provides scheduled and call-and-demand service between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand, under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 14314, 54763, and 55686.

4. In support of the request for the fuel surcharge, Boulder Airporter states its drivers are employees and do not purchase the fuel for the vehicles they drive.  Boulder Airporter purchases the fuel used to provide the transportation services.

5. Boulder Airporter provided the following statistics on its transportation services for the period January to June 2008:

C)  average fuel cost per passenger

D)  fuel cost in January 2008

E)  fuel cost in June 2008

6. Boulder Airporter reports that its average fuel cost per passenger was $3.35 in 2007.  The average fuel cost per passenger in May and June of 2008 was $5.92.  Therefore, Boulder Airporter’s current fuel cost per passenger has increased by $2.57 over the average cost in 2007.

7. The Commission is aware that the retail price of unleaded gasoline in the Boulder/Denver metro areas has increased from around $2.80 per gallon in January of 2008 to over $4.00 per gallon in June of 2008.  As a result of the increase in the cost of fuel, Boulder Airporter’s monthly expenditure for fuel has significantly increased.  The proposed $2.00 increase in the charge for each one-way fare and the $4.00 increase for each round-trip fare will allow Boulder Airporter to partially offset the recent and ongoing increased cost of gasoline.

8. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

9. We find that Boulder Airporter has stated good cause to add an increase, in the form of a fuel surcharge as named in Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, to each one-way and round-trip passenger fare.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle to allow it to publish Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 shall be effective for a period of 90 days from the effective date of this Order.

3. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle shall publish Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
